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DOs
Always make sure that your companion animal has:

· The correct amount of proper food 

· Enough fresh, clean water to drink

· Routine grooming and veterinarian check-ups

· A safe living environment 

· A warm, comfortable sleeping area  

· Plenty of exercise and attention

· Proper identification that is displayed at all times
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DON’Ts
You should never:


· Hit or hurt an animal. 
· Allow anyone else to harm or tease your animal

· Leave your animal unattended for a really long time

· Confine your animal in small places

· Feed your animal something they shouldn’t eat

· Leave your animal in a car on a hot or cold day, and never with all of the windows closed
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
